3. Time and place of holding the competitions and its regulations
3.1. Place of holding: Bulgaria, Sopot city.
3.2. Period of holding: from 4 to 10 of May 2008 
3.3. General procedure of carrying out:

4 May – registration, opening of the competitions, training flights;

5-10 May – flights according to the program of the competitions
10 May – closure of the competitions, awarding of the winners.

A day off if decided by the Chief Competition Committee and Pilot’s Committee
4. Participants of the competitions and requirements to them
4.1. Individual reckoning.

4.1.1. The pilots that have filled the registration forms, have paid the entrance fee and have supplied the organizers with the documents given below can take part in the competitions.

4.1.2. Women take part in general reckoning.

4.1.3. If there are 7 or more women the women reckoning is held.

4.1.4. The general number of pilots should not be above 80.

4.2. Team reckoning.

4.2.1. The team is formed of 3-4 pilots; not obligatory according to the territorial criteria.

4.2.2. Team reckoning is calculated by summing the best 3 results of the team after each task.

4.2.3. Registration forms for the team reckoning are handed in by the team leader during the registration.

4.3. Documents required during the registration:

4.3.1. For the sportsmen:
· passport,

· FAI license,

· Flight register,

· Medical certificate which allows to fly on gliders ,

· Certificate of accident insurance (minimal amount of risk 30000 euro),

· Third party liability insurance (minimal amount or risk 50000 euro).
· Evidence of glider airworthiness.

4.3.2. For the referees:

· passport,

· referee license
4.4. Requirements to the pilot’s skill :

· Sport qualification not lower than 3rd skill-category;
· The level of preparation shoul meet the demands of the 2nd skill category;

· The total flying time not less than 10 hours;

· The total flying time on the glider at competition not less than 1 hour;

· The total break in the flights by the beginning of the competitions not less than 3 weeks.

4.5. Entrance fee comes to the sum:
50 euro or in rubles according to the exchange course of the Central Bank of Russia +3%, if paid before 01.04.08;

80 euro or in rubles according to the exchange course of the Central Bank of Russia +3%, if paid after 01.04.08;
50 euro for Bulgarian pilots in some time.
4.6. Entrance fee includes:
· remuneration of the jury;

· maps of the flight region;

· transportation to the starting point for all the participants on a set time once a day during competition or training days;

· returning participants from a route;

· remuneration of the doctor and rescue team.

4.7. In case the competition does not take place because of the unconquerable weather conditions or other acts of God the entrance fee is not given back.

5. Requirements to the equipment.

5.1. Each glider is supposed to be a single structure and it can’t be changed during the competitions except in cases mentioned in the FAI codex.
5.2. All the participants come to the competitions with their own gliders, eduipment and GPS devices to control the passing of the turning points.

5.3. Each pilot should have an emergency parachute and wear a protective helmet during all the tasks.

5.4. The presence of the radio station with frequency 433.600 MHz.

7. Tasks and scoring
7.1. At this championship the following tasks (according to FAI codex) can be given:

· Open distance flight (straight of through the turning points);

· Distance race to the goal;

· Distance race to the goal with coming back;

· Distance and speed race along the triangle route;

· Speed race to the goal with coming back;

· Speed race to the goal;

· Speed and distance race along the given route EQ ;

· Race to the goal through the turning points;

· Speed race to the goal through the turning point
· "The cat’s bed" (Distance race to the goal through the given turning points, along the route which the sportsman chooses himself).

7.2. Scoring is done according to GAP 2000 formula.
7.3. Minimal distanсe, nominal distance, nominal time, procent of the sportsmen who are to reach finish will be announced to the participants before the competitions.
7.4.  Preliminary results are given the following day at 9 a.m
7.5.  Final results are given the following day at 18. p.m.
8. Conditions of carrying out the competitions.   
8.1. The competitions are held according to the sport codex of FAI, of this regulation and rules of carrying out the competitions and of registration of the records except points from FAI codex 7 section point 5.4.3. and division 5.27.

8.2. The organizational briefing of the participants, Organization Committee and the Chief Competition Committee is held before the competitions.

8.3. Additional briefing can be initiated by the organizers or the Chief Competition Committee.

8.4. The setting of tasks and the proceedure of start and finish are determined by the Chief Competition Committee. The Pilot `s Council can assist the setting of tasks. This Council is selected during the organizational briefing.
8.5. The daily briefing for the team leaders includes giving information for the following flying day and analysing the pevious one.

8.6. The Chief Competition Committee is to hold a pre-flight briefing daily.  At this briefing a detailed pre-flight task is given together with the information about the weather and air conditions.

8.7. Competition is considered valid if there are not less then 2 flying day.

8.8. The day is considered valid if start has been open for not less than 2 minutes for each competitor and not less than 20 % of them have passed Lо.

8.9.  Distance results are identified on electronic map by reverse radius method. If some task includes a turning point the reckoned distance is calculated as a difference between the distance from the starting point to the first unfixed turning point on the and the distance from this point to the landing point. Time registration is done to within 20 seconds.

8.10. Objective control is carried through by checking the pilot `s GPS
8.11. Conditions  of GPS - checking.
8.11.1. For GSP control are admitted:

· GARMIN: all models;

· MAGELLAN: 2000XL versions 6.00 and higher; 3000XL (two channel) versions 4.00 and higher; 3000XL (12 channel) versions 5.000 and higher;  4000XL (two channel) version 4.00 and higher; GSP Meridian XL version 4.02 and higher;  GSP Traiblazer XL, version 4.01 and higher; Nav 6000 (two channels) version 1.00 and higher;  Nav 6000 (two channel) version 2.00 and higher; GSP Tracker, GSP ColorTrak, GSP 315; GSP 320, Map 410 versions 1.00 and higher;

· MLR: SP12 X, SP24, SP24 XC, SP24 XC VOL LIBRE, FX312, FX312 XC, FX312 4X4, FX412, FX412 XC;

· Brauniger Compeo, Competino
· Aircotec XCT, TopNavigator
8.11.2. Owners of all the devices except GARMIN must have a cable for connecting device to computer (COM or USB).

8.11.3. Landing time is evidenced by the closest point of rout to the boundary.

8.11.4.  To  compensate the device error  the radius  400 meters of start and  turning point and the radius 200 of finish are taken.
8.11.5. The identification condition of a turning point is the existence of the track point inside or on the boundary. 
8.11.6. In case of the overall  disappearance of a satellite fixation the result is in favour of a sportsmen.
8.11.7. Temporal switch off of the device (10 min) is accepted.

8.11.8. In case of absence of the route track when crossing the start (taking off to the air), turning point or finish the results of the GPS-checking are not valid. Track is supposed to contain at least 3 points before and after crossing the check line. 
8.11.9. The landing point is supposed to be the closest to the turning point or finish point of the route track. 

8.12. In case weather conditions have changed before the announced time of the finish closure or the time of obligatory landing and it is not possible to fulfil the task of the day anymore, but 20% of the participants have crossed Lо, the Chief Competitions Committee can close the day. This decision should be taken before the announced time of the finish closure or the time of obligatory landing (if it is given at the briefing). This decision should be translated on all the official working frequences. The absence of the station is not the ground of a protest.

9. Fines
9.1. Fines are imposed by the Chief Competitions Committee according to the FAI codex.

10. Complaints and protests.

10.1. Protests and complaints can be registered at the Chief Competitions Committee with the demand of the correction no later than 2 hours after the preliminary results are given. It should be done with the minimal time waste. If the complaint is not allowed the participant can register the protest at the Organization Committee in the written form not later then 2 hours after the results of the day are announced. The protest fee is 30 euro. The fee is given back if the fee is allowed. The Organization Committee together with the Chief Competitions Committee should make a decision about the protest before   the following briefing. This decision is supposed to be final.

11. Safety measures.

11.1. Training is available for testing new flying environment

11.2. Direction and turns in dynamic and thermal zones are appointed before each tour which should be strictly observed.
11.3. Pilots must wear a protective helmet and take an emergency parachutes during all the flights.

11.4. Each sportsman after the flying day disregarding the place of landing should register himself in the jury before the appointed at the briefing control time. It is also obligatory to register yourself at the starting point before the task. Without marks of registration all the pilot `s results of the day are abolished. The only plausible case is the landing of the pilot far from the finish and the returning route and his disability to come back in time for the registration. In such a case a pilot should connect and inform the jury or the leader of the team.

11.5. In case of participant’s disappearing a team leader must report to the jury.

11.6. If a pilot lands to assist another participant in a crash, the jury scores him the medium quantity of previous results.

11.7. Jury is entitled for medical tests (if necessary).

11.8. Each competitor is required to conform to the laws and to the rules of the air, safety measures. He or she can choice place of landing on his or her risk. All the pilots in the sky should be very attentive and undertake all possible safety measures.

12. Report about the competitions
12.1. The results of the competitions will be sent to the Kursk regional council of РОСТО and to FAI. The scores, distance, time of starting and landing after each task and the type of the glider will be also given.
